« Dispose of used motor
oil, auto fluids, and other
household hazardous
waste through the local
Hazardous Waste collection
program or at a local oil
disposal station.

« Wash your car at a
commercial carwash or in a
location where soapy water

WILL NOT run into a
storm drain
(such as on your lawn).

« Direct sprinklers away
from streets and
sidewalks to prevent grass
clippings and oil from

washing into storm drains.

o Avoid excess fertilizer or
pesticide use and
“Fertilize in the Fall...
If at All”

(September and October)

» Sweep up dirt, grass
clippings, and yard waste
instead of washing them
down your
driveway into
the gutter
(Clippings
clog storm drains, causing

backups and flooding).
